COMMONWEALTH DIPLOMA 
In 1987 the Kentucky Board of Education established the Commonwealth Diploma 

Program to encourage Kentucky's high school students to take demanding and 

rigorous courses that would prepare them for college.   Those students who 

successfully complete the required course work and examinations receive their 

Commonwealth Diplomas at their high school graduation. Students who achieve a 

required minimum score on the three required AP examinations are eligible for 

reimbursement of their examination costs in 2012.  However, this program will not 

be available in 2013 because of State budget cuts. 

 

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE COMMONWEALTH DIPLOMA 
 

Successful completion means a grade of ―C‖ or better in ALL courses. 
 

 1. Successful completion of at least 24 approved credits, including all the minimum requirements for 

graduation. 
 

 2. Successful completion of ALL minimum requirements of the pre-college curriculum. 
 

 3. Successful completion of at least 4 courses designated as Advanced Placement: 

 A. One (1) course in AP English Language or AP English Literature 

 B. One (1) course in  AP Science or AP Math 

 C. One (1) course in AP World Language 

 D. One (1) additional AP Course. 
 

 4. Successful completion of at least 3 AP Examinations in the 4 Areas specified

that are specially designed or adapted for the Academy’s 

identified Gifted and Talented population.  These courses 

combine acceleration, differentiation, and enrichment to stimulate 

and extend student learning.  The required Academy Seminars 

and Academic Mentoring offer opportunities for in-depth 

exploration and independent study outside the typical classroom. 

 For its freshmen class, the Liberal Arts Academy 

accepts qualified students each year through a district-wide 

application process.  Parents/students must submit a completed 

application to the Office of the Gifted and Magnet Education by  

October 7.  Eligibility for the Liberal Arts Academy requires 

documentation, two of which must be a 9th stanine score (96% or 

higher) on both a nationally normed full scale mental ability by 

age and achievement tests in reading and math.  Students and 

parents who accept placement in the Academy sign a contract 

each year.  The curriculum is rigorous.  The school day is longer 

with a zero hour class required during the freshman, junior, and 

senior years.  Academy students will be expected to work at the 

college level in most of their courses.  To remain in good 

standing, students must successfully complete the program of 

studies.

your convenience.  Remember, $1.00 is required with each transcript request. 

√ Write thank-you notes to counselors, teachers and others who helped you through the process. 
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GRADING/REPORTING 
 
Each teacher is required to state clearly in each class the evaluation criteria and procedure for 
determining student grades.  High schools are on a semester system (18 weeks) and will receive final 
grades at the end of each semester.  Progress reports are issued to students every 6 weeks.  Parents 
can request access to monitor student data by emailing the studentõs name, the studentsõ date of 
birth, the parentõs name, and the school name to parent.portal@fayette.kyschools.us  Available 
information includes student grades, class schedules, attendance records, and discipline data. 
 
One semester credit (1/2 credit) is awarded to students in grades 9ñ12 upon successful completion 
of the one-semester course.  Students who fail a semester course and wish to remove the òFó from 
their record may do so by: 
 1. Repeating the course in summer school or during the regular term. 
 2. Taking the course through e-School 
The repeated course must be at the same Phase Level or higher to remove the òFó from the record. 
 
The following criteria or some combination of them are used when determining the final grade: 
 1. Assigned class work which may include participation, homework, seatwork, note-taking, 

discussion, quizzes, and/or portfolios. 
 2. Test/Assessments 
 3. Special Projects 
 4. End of Course Assessments (Currently in English II, Algebra II, U.S. History, and Biology) 
 
End of Course Assessments:  Beginning in 2011-2012, End of Course Assessments will be given in 

English II, Algebra II, Biology, and U.S. History.  These exams will be calculated as part of a 
students final grade for each of these courses.  There is not a state graduation requirement to 
meet benchmark scores on the End of Course assessments.  A Student may not perform well 
on the test, but may still pass the course.

Every year that you attend a certified Kentucky high school and earn at least a 2.5 GPA, you also earn a 
KEES award ranging from $125 (for a 2.5 GPA) to $500 (for a 4.0 GPA).  That means that once you gradu-
ate, if you earned a 4.0 GPA during all four years of high school, you will have earned $2,000 for college 
in Kentucky.  Thatõs not all!  You may also earn bonus money ranging from $36 (for a 15 on the ACT or 
710 on the SAT {critical reading and math]) to $500 (for an ACT of 28 or higher or SAT of 1240 or higher).  
When combined with your GPA awards, that means you may earn up to $2,500 for each year of college!

The Student ILP Tool allows students to:

Develop their four-year high school education plan.

HENRY CLAY HIGH SCHOOL

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SCHEDULING TIPS  
Henry Clay is the only high school in Fayette County on a 6-period day.  Henry Clay’s schedule provides 

students with the opportunity to earn a total of 24 credits (6 periods X 4 years).  Some classes (Band, 

Academy, Health/PE, and Renaissance Leadership)  are offered during zero hour from 7:25 a.m. - 8:20 a.m. 

giving these students a 7-period day and the opportunity to earn more credits. 

Be very careful planning your schedule!  You can switch classes during the first 10 days of school, but your 

options are limited because classes are staffed based on student demand in the spring.  Some courses reach 

their capacity and cannot accept additional students.  Most courses are offered for a full - year .  You cannot 

switch or change classes in the middle of the semester or after the 1st semester for full - year courses.  

You will receive a 1/2 credit for each course you successfully complete each semester with a 65% (D) or better.   You have the 

opportunity to earn a total of 3 credits during the fall semester (6 classes X 1/2 credit) and 3 credits during the spring semester 

(6 classes X 1/2 credit) for a total of 6 credits per year.  Grades are based on a semester time - line.  Fall semester 

grades are calculated separately from Spring semester grades and are not averaged together.  

 

Freshmen MUST take English, math, science, and citizenship.  The following applies: 

1. English may be Plus, General, or Advanced based on the 8th grade teacher’s recommendation. 

2. Students may be recommended for Algebra I, Advanced Geometry, or Advanced Algebra II.  To take Advanced 
Geometry or Algebra II , Freshmen  MUST take and obtain a minimum score on the math placement 
test offered on March 21, 2012 at Edythe J. Hayes and Morton Middle Schools.   Private School 
students will be offered the placement test on May 9 at Henry Clay.  If you have questions, contact 

the counseling office at 381-3435. 

 In addition to Algebra I, students may be recommended by their 8th grade math teacher to take Math Strategies. 

3. Only students who qualify for Advanced Geometry or Advanced Algebra II (based on the results of the math placement test) 

may take Advanced Biology.  Students who qualify for the Advanced Geometry or Advanced Algebra II are not obligated to 

take Advanced Biology.  

There are two science options: 
Freshmen who enroll in Advanced Biology are required by Henry Clay SBDM policy to take Advanced Chemistry as 
sophomores and Advanced or General Physics as juniors.   To take Advanced Physics during the Junior year, students 
must have successfully completed Algebra II by the end of their sophomore year. 

4. All 9th grade students take Advanced Citizenship. 

Students may request one (1) Level change (Advanced to General) at any time during the first 12 weeks or after the completion of 

the first semester.  Grades from the Advanced level class will transfer to the general class with the student. 

Students who successfully complete the second level of a world language are considered to have completed the pre-college 

curriculum requirement. 

Students wishing to take a Level II World Language or above for the first time in high school will be required to 

take the STAMP (Standards - based Assessment and Measurement of Proficiency) which will determine a studentõs 

placement.  This test will be offered on March 12, 2011 either at 8:00 a.m. or 10:00 a.m.  Students must 

register with their middle school counselor by March 1, 2011.  The cost is $20 and checks should be made out to 

Henry Clay High School.  Visit www.stamptest.net for more information about this test.

For all advanced, Pre-AP, AP, and Academy courses, the listed works MUST be read prior to the beginning of the 2012 fall 

semester.  Keep your copies of the works accessible.  Students will be tested on all readings on the first day of school or 

shortly thereafter.  Grades earned on summer reading tests will follow students who transfer out of Academy, AP, Pre-AP, 

or advanced classes.  Students who move from general classes to levels that require summer readings will have one month 

from the date of transfer to complete all required summer readings and assignments for their new class.  Newly-enrolled 

students will have one month to complete all required readings.  
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COURSE DIRECTORY AND DESCRIPTIONS 

Level I Courses:  These courses meet the pre-college curriculum requirements. 

Advanced Level Courses:  These courses are taught at an accelerated pace.  Students are expected to have mastered their previous class with a ―C‖ 

or better in the subject area.  Advanced level courses add one quality point to the GPA to calculate a weighted GPA which is recognized by 

selective colleges.  Students should expect more in-depth assignments, reading, and independent work at a faster pace than a general level course.  

Students are expected to have mastered basic skills and be ready to progress to formal writing, intensive vocabulary study, thematic literary study, 

and independent higher level reading.  PREREQUISITE:  Recommendation of teacher ONLY. 

AP (Advanced Placement) LEVEL COURSES:  AP courses are taught at an accelerated pace.  Like other courses that are part of the College 

Board Placement program, AP courses will prepare students for the national AP exam in the subject.  AP courses add one quality point to the GPA 

to calculate a weighted GPA which is recognized by selective colleges. 

LANGUAGE ARTS 

ENGLISH 1:  This course integrates composition, literature and language studies, and incorporates abstract thinking, creative problem 

solving, and other higher-level reasoning skills. 

ENGLISH 2:  An integrated study of literature, composition, and language will also incorporate effective oral and written communication 

studies.  Narrative, descriptive, and expository writing will be prepared and vocabulary expanded.  PREREQUISITE:  English I A and B. 

ENGLISH 3:  American literature, composition, and language will be studied in an integrated process to develop better comprehension and 

application skills.  Oral and written activities will be emphasized as a means of learning.  Critical and analytical perspectives will be examined 

in relation to the material studied.  PREREQUISITE:  English II A and B. 

ENGLISH 4:  English and world literature, composition, and language will be studied in an integrated process.  Writing to learn and 

flexibility in writing will be emphasized as students respond to literature, adjust purposes, and consider varied audiences.  Abstract thinking 

and creative problem solving as well as analytical and critical perspectives will be incorporated into the course studies.  PREREQUISITE:  

English III A and B. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION for JUNIORS:  Comparable to a college composition class, the 

course provides training for the skilled reading of prose written in a variety of periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts. It provides the 

practice necessary to become flexible writers who can compose in a variety of modes and for a variety of purposes.  Both the reading and 

writing are used to illuminate the interaction between author’s purpose, audience needs, the subject itself, generic conventions, syntax, word 

choice, and tone.  The course is a preparation for the Advanced Placement Language and Composition Examination. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION for SENIORS:  This course provides for a careful reading of 

literary works for the purposes of developing critical standards for the independent sensitivity to literature as shared experience.   The 

individual work, its structure, meaning, and value are studied.  The study and practice of writing will be included and factual, critical, and 

interpretive responses to literature will be required.  The course is a preparation for the Advanced Placement Literature and Composition 

Examination. 

ENGLISH 101: The dual-credit course is designed to present a wide range of reading experiences with print and non-print materials that have 

literary, information, persuasive, and practical purposes.  The course also requires students to use the writing process and criteria for effective 

academic writing to demonstrate their abilities to write in a variety of forms and for multiple audiences and purposes in Standard English.  

Students use writing-to-learn and writing-to-demonstrate-learning strategies to make sense of their reading and thinking experiences.  

CREDIT:  ½ credit is given for English IV and 3 hours of college credit is awarded for English 101 for the 1st semester upon successful 

completion.  Prerequisite:  ACT score of 18 or higher in English and a 20 or higher in Reading AND completed BCTC application 

with a $20 application fee. 

ENGLISH 102:  The course is designed to present a wide range of reading experiences with print and non-print materials that have literary, 

information, persuasive, and practical purposes.  The course also requires students to use the writing process and criteria for effective 

academic, argumentative writing to demonstrate their abilities to write in a variety of forms and for multiple audiences and purposes.  Students 

use writing-to-learn and writing-to-demonstrate-learning strategies to make sense of their reading and thinking experiences.  CREDIT:  ½ 

credit is given for English IV and 3 hours of college credits are awarded for English 102 for the 2nd semester upon successful 

completion.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion with a ñCò or better in English 101. 

LANGUAGE ARTS ELECTIVES 

ACT/SAT PREP:  This one semester Prep course offers skill and strategy instruction in all areas tested on the ACT and SAT.  High school 

students take these tests to gain entry into colleges and to qualify for various academic programs, academic scholarships, athletic scholarships, 

and other opportunities.  The course will also include college search and application assistance, such as writing application essays, organizing 

a college search, and applying for financial aid.  CREDIT:  1/2 credit offered 1st Semester. 

AFRICAN AMERICAN LITERATURE:  Students will study a variety of literature produced by African-American authors with a view 

toward developing a more complete understanding of American culture and literary movements, developing skills in analysis and 

interpretation, and enhancing writing skills.  CREDIT:  1/2 credit offered 1st Semester. 
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BROADCAST JOURNALISM:  This course focuses on the production of news, interviews, academics, and sporting events in and around 

Henry Clay.  Students will learn skills and techniques for both in front of and behind the camera.  This class will be responsible for delivering 

live news to the school five days a week and will require students to work outside the school day when covering sporting events. 

CREATIVE WRITING:  This course is designed to encourage writing creatively.  Models will be studied, but emphasis is on developing 

individual styles in written expression, especially through poetry, short stories, and plays.  CREDIT:  ½ Credit offered 1st Semester. 

WRITING WORKSHOP:  Writing Workshop picks up where Creative Writing ends and further explores the four primary forms of creative 

writing—poetry, short fiction, creative non-fiction, and scripts and screenplays.  Students will also focus on various popular fiction genres—

science fiction, horror and mystery.  Students will examine both the writing process and finished product using samples from several genres.  

CREDIT:  ½ Credit offered 2nd Semester.  

ADVANCED DEBATE 1:  Students will learn advanced research techniques to produce documentation affirming and negating specific 

topics.  They will use cases to debate fellow students.  Note-taking skills are very important for this course. 

ADVANCED DEBATE 2:  This course is a continuation of Debate I.  Students will do more in-depth study of cases and present more in-

depth debate with fellow students.  PREREQUISITE:  A grade of ñCò or higher in Debate I. 

DRAMA ACTIVITIES:  The first semester focuses on theater production from a technical aspect.  The elements of design, staging, technical 

aspects, and other physical features of drama are studied.  The second semester focuses on the techniques of acting with stage experience as an 

emphasis.  Students will learn how to analyze, block and develop the physical and mental characteristics of a scene and its characters. 

DRAMA 2:  This second year course offers serious drama students an opportunity to refine their acting skills and broaden performance 

repertories.  It is designed for active participation.  PREREQUISITE:  Drama Activities. 

NEWSPAPER 1:  Throughout the course, students will study advertising, photography, graphic design, layout and copy editing.  Students 

will also learn how to produce the school newspaper. 

ADVANCED NEWSPAPER 2 AND 3:    These courses offer extended, in depth, exploratory experiences in journalism.  Language arts skills 

will be used to explore career opportunities related to journalism.  Journalistic writing and production, copy reading, headline and outline 

writing, ad sales and layout, and general layout will be emphasized.  PREREQUISITE:  Newspaper 1 and Recommendation of Teacher 

ONLY.   Only two Credits in Newspaper may count toward graduation electives. 

SHORT STORY:  Students will examine the history and development of the American short story of the 19th century.  Discussions will 

include changes in the genre over time and will compare the American short story to short stories in other cultures.  Students will build upon 

an understanding of literary elements including theme, setting, character, plot, point of view, irony, and suspense as they grow in the ability to 

interpret literature and in the application of these literary elements in their own writing.  CREDIT:  1/2  credit offered 2nd semester. 

TV/RADIO PRODUCTION:  This course focuses on the production and evaluation of television programming and covers the basics of 

broadcast journalism as well as storyboarding, script writing and editing, oral communication skills, equipment operations, and video editing. 

ADVANCED TV/RADIO PRODUCTION 2:  This course is to be taken after TV/Radio Production and is designed to provide motivated 

and experienced students leadership opportunities in the form of directing and producing various creative and practical projects using 

multimedia equipment including but not limited to digital camcorders and video editing software.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion 

of the Radio/TV Production class, completion of an individual project, letter to teacher explaining why they wish to pursue their 

education in Radio/TV Production, and teacher approval. 

ADVANCED WORLD MYTHOLOGY:  This course will address the origins, foundations, traditions of mythology, as well as providing 

contextual framework for symbolic, cultural and archetypal representation. It’s not all gods and goddesses!  A cross-cultural consideration of 

the great myths of the world will be studied combining literature, media, and writing.    CREDIT:  1/2 credit offered 2nd semester. 

YEARBOOK 1, ADVANCED YEARBOOK 2, and ADVANCED YEARBOOK 3:  This series of courses offers extended in-depth, 

journalistic experience in yearbook production.  General language skills will be refined and the techniques of yearbook production will be 

practiced with the yearbook as the final product.  Students must apply to the instructor for admission to the course.  Students enrolled in 

the Yearbook Practicum courses for more than one year may count two of the elective credits toward graduation.  The final grade for the 

course will be awarded when the yearbook deadline is met. 

MATHEMATICS 

ALGEBRA I:  This course is designed for students who are proficient in basic mathematics and have mastered pre-algebra skills.   

ALGEBRA II:  In addition to expanding on the mathematical concepts of Algebra I and Geometry, emphasis will be placed on preparation for 

study of higher mathematics - abstract thinking skills, the function concept, and the algebraic solution of problems in various content areas.  

PREREQUISITES:  Algebra I and Geometry. 

ADVANCED ALGEBRA II:  This course is taught at an accelerated pace for students with a high degree of proficiency in abstract 

mathematical ideas.  This course includes skills and concepts of Algebra II, but the topics are covered in greater depth and with an emphasis 

on cooperative learning and less teacher lecture than Algebra II.  PREREQUISITES:  An ñAò or ñBò in Algebra I and Advanced 

Geometry. 
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GEOMETRY:  Emphasis is placed on discovery, proof, and realistic applications of geometric relationships and principles.  Topics will 

include constructions, inductive and deductive reasoning, points, lines, planes, angles, triangles, planar figures, similarity and congruence, 

circles, geometric solids, area, volume, locus, coordinate geometry, and transformation.  PREREQUISITE:  Algebra I. 

ADVANCED GEOMETRY:  This course is taught at an accelerated pace for students with a high degree of proficiency in abstract 

mathematical ideas.  This course will include the skills and concepts of Geometry but will differ in the approach and include a rigor of formal 

proof.  PREREQUISITE:  Incoming 9th grade students must pass the Algebra I math placement exam.  For 10th grade students or 

aboveðat least an ñAò or high ñBò in  Algebra I. 

ALGEBRA 3 / TRIG:  This course is intended for students who may be required to take a specialized calculus course in college.  Topics may 

include, but are not limited to, relations and functions (including circular, trigonometric, etc.), complex numbers matrices, vectors, sequences, 

series, and probability.  PREREQUISITES:  Geometry or Advanced Geometry AND Algebra II or Advanced Algebra II. 

COLLEGE PREP MATH:  This course is designed for senior students who may have not attained the mathematics benchmark ACT score of 

22 set by the Council on Postsecondary Education for college admissions.  It is designed to help students improve their ACT score.  Topics 

include remediation in algebra, geometry, and advanced math topics required for success in college level math classes.  A strong emphasis is 

given to real world connections and connections with other disciplines of study.  This course serves as a mathematics elective and does not 

replace the 3 required math courses required for graduation.  PREREQUISITE:  12th grade students who have already received credit for 

Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II. 

ADVANCED PRE-CALCULUS:  This course is intended for students who plan to take a regular calculus course in high school or college.  

The course covers topics traditionally taught in trigonometry and analytic geometry plus additional functions, e.g., circular, polynomial, 

absolute value, and natural number (sequences and series).    PREREQUISITES: Advanced Geometry AND Advanced Algebra II or 

Algebra III.  Students from Advanced Algebra II should have an ñAò or high ñBò.  Students coming from Algebra II should have an 

ñAò and complete Math Camp requirements during the summer. 

CALCULUS I:  This course is designed for students who have successfully completed Pre-Calculus.  This course covers the material usually 

taught in differential and integral calculus.  PREREQUISITES: Advanced Pre-Calculus. 

AP CALCULUS AB and BC:  These are Advanced Placement courses covering the material usually taught in the differential and integral 

calculus.  Students who complete the course may:  1) take the Advanced Placement Exam in Calculus, or 2) take the University of Kentucky 

by-pass exam if they are also interested in earning college credit.  PREREQUISITES:  For AP Calculus ABðAdvanced Pre-Calculus 

with at least a ñBò both semesters.  For AP Calculus BCðAP Calculus AB. 

AP STATISTICS:  The Advanced Placement Statistics course will include the study of distributions, relations in categorical data, random 

variables, use and abuse of tests and inference for linear regression.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Advanced Algebra II. 

MATH 111:  An introduction to concepts and applications of mathematics, with examples drawn from such areas as voting methods, 

apportionment, consumer finance, graph theory, tilings, polyhedral, number theory and game theory.  This course does not serve as a 

prerequisite for any calculus course.    PREREQUISITES:  Two years of high school algebra and a Math ACT score of 19 or above, MA 

108R, or math placement test. 

MATH 109:  This dual credit course will include selected topics in algebra and analytic geometry developing manipulative algebraic skills 

required for successful calculus study.  This is a college level course and will provide the successful student with 1/2 credit in high school 

math and 3 college hours.  This course does not meet NCAA core course requirements.  PREREQUISITES:  Successful completion of 

Algebra II or higher math with a ñCò or higher, minimum ACT math score of 21,  and recommendation of high school math teacher.  

Students planning to take AP Calculus are not permitted to take this course. 

MATH 123ðElementary Calculus and its Applications:  This course is an elementary college calculus course to be taken the 2nd semester 

of the Dual Credit route.  Taking this class and MA 109 will fulfill the math requirement for many majors at UK.  This course does not meet 

NCAA core course requirements.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion with a ñCò or higher in Math 109.   

MATH STRATEGIES:  This is a support class for 9th grade students in Algebra I and must be taken with Algebra I.  Students are 

recommended by their 8th grade counselor based on their MAP assessment scores and math placement scores. 

COMPUTER SCIENCE:  This course is intended to prepare students for further work in computer science or related fields.  The content will 

include principles of structured programming and introductory systems analysis.  PREREQUISITE:  Algebra I with a ñBò or higher. 

SCIENCE 

INTEGRATED SCIENCE:  This course includes topics in physics and earth/space sciences.  This course provides a foundation for further 

study in science. 

BIOLOGY:  This course is an introductory study of the living world.  Course topics will include unity and diversity, cell structure and 

function, behavior of organisms, molecular basis of heredity, biological evolution, interdependence of organisms, matter/energy and 

organization in living systems.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Integrated Science. 
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ADVANCED BIOLOGY:  This course is an introductory study of the living world taught at an accelerated pace.  Course topics will include 

unity and diversity, cell structure and function, behavior of organisms, molecular basis of heredity, biological evolution, interdependence of 

organisms, matter/energy and organization in living systems.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Integrated Science with a 

grade of at least 78%. 

CHEMISTRY:  Chemistry is the study of the structure, composition and behavior of matter.  Students will investigate the properties of 

matter, its interactions and factors affecting the interactions using a variety of means and technologies - labs, investigations, lectures, readings, 

discussions and group activities among them.  The use of technology to collect and analyze data and to report findings will be integrated into 

the course.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology or concurrently taking Biology. 

ADVANCED CHEMISTRY:  This course is Chemistry taught at an accelerated pace.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of 

Algebra I and Biology (or concurrently taking Biology) with a grade of at least 78% in each class. 

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE:  This elective course is designed to address current global and local environmental concerns as well as 

human roles and responsibilities in regards to these issues.  The goal is to not only study the issues at had, but to investigate meaningful 

solutions to these problems.  The instructor will incorporate biology, chemistry, and earth science.  A community service component will also 

be required.   PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology and Chemistry or take Chemistry concurrently.  

PHYSICS:  This course will include the following topics: Newtonian Mechanics (kinematics, Newton's Laws, statics and dynamics); 

Conservation Laws (momentum and energy); Electricity and Magnetism.  It may also include integrated earth/space science topics.  During 

this course students will use technology to assist them in data collection and analysis and use graphing calculators to solve physics problems.  

Computer simulations, web tools, and computer presentations may also be used to enhance learning.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful 

completion of Biology and Chemistry or take Chemistry concurrently. 

ADVANCED PHYSICS:  This course is Physics taught at an accelerated pace.   PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology and 

Chemistry or concurrently taking Chemistry.  If students have not completed Pre-Calculus or its equivalent, they must take it 

concurrently. 

ADVANCED HUMAN ANATOMY:  In depth study of the anatomical and physiological functioning of human body systems from the 

cellular level to the organism level.  Examples may include but are not limited to the skeletal system, muscular system, respiratory system, 

nervous system, circulatory system, cellular metabolism etc.  This course is designed for the college bound junior or senior who is interested in 

pursuing a career in health sciences or health related fields such as medicine, physical therapy, nursing, pharmacy, and so on.  

PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology with a grade of at least 78%and successful completion of Chemistry or take 

Chemistry concurrently.  Students who may suffer from allergies to animals such as cats or rabbits, or have allergic reactions to latex, 

should consult with the instructor prior to enrolling. 

ADVANCED HEREDITY:  Topics include Mendelian Inheritance, Non Mendelian Inheritance, Chromosome Structure, DNA replication, 

transcription, and translation.  Students will explore the molecular basis of heredity in humans and embryology.  This course is an extension of 

the heredity/genetic concepts introduced in biology.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology with a grade of at least 78%

and successful completion of Chemistry or take Chemistry concurrently.  Credit:  ½ credit 1st semester. 

ADVANCED MICROBOIOLGY:  This is a laboratory based course that is an extension of the concepts experienced in Advanced Biology.  

Students will investigate cellular function by studying cell structures.  Proper laboratory techniques are stressed as infectious diseases and their 

relationships between microorganisms and humans will be studied.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology with a grade of 

at least 78%and successful completion of Chemistry or take Chemistry concurrently.  Credit:  ½ credit 2nd semester. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE:  This course will acquaint students with the physical, ecological, 

social and political principles of environmental science.  This course shows how ecological realities and the material desires of humans often 

clash, leading to environmental degradation and pollution.  Being an Advanced Placement course, the content is presented on a college level.  

PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Biology and Chemistry or take Chemistry concurrently.   

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) CHEMISTRY II:  This course provides an overview of Freshman college general chemistry.  It is a 

second year chemistry course in which in-depth topics are studied.  Topics include stoichiometry, acid-base equilibrium, kinetics, 

thermodynamics, atomic theory, organic chemistry, behavior of gases, descriptive and solution chemistry.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful 

completion of Advanced Biology and Advanced Chemistry I with a grade of 78% or better and be currently enrolled in either Pre-

Calculus, Calculus, or Calculus II. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) BIOLOGY II:  The emphasis in AP Biology will vary from year to year depending on the instructor and 

the advances being made in research.  The teacher has the freedom to choose emphases and order of presentation of topics within the major 

framework of the outline.  For the purpose of study, the biological sciences may be divided into several broad areas:  Molecular and Cellular 

Biology, Organism Biology and Populations Biology, Microbiology and Plant Biology.  PREREQUISITES:  Students must have 

successfully completed Advanced Biology and Advanced Chemistry I with a grade of at least 78%. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) PHYSICS II:  This course is designed to revisit Advanced Physics topics in greater detail plus introduce 

additional content.  This may include thermodynamics, waves, optics, and modern physics.  The course will prepare students for the AP 

Physics B Exam and the AP Physics C Mechanics Exam.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Advanced Biology, Advanced 

Chemistry, Advanced Physics and Mathematics through Pre-Calculus with a grade of at least 78% in each course.  Calculus is 

strongly recommended to be taken concurrently. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 

PRE-AP CITIZENSHIP:  This course emphasizes the major themes of government through topics that lead to an understanding of being an 

active citizen in the United States and today’s global society.  Topics will include understanding the relationship between natural 

environments, people and government, forms of government, and the diverse cultures that make up and influence our national and global 

societies; basic economic issues; and changes occurring over time in our nation to meet the needs of society. 

WORLD CIVILIZATION:  This is a survey course that focuses primarily on the historical, geographic, economic, governmental and cultural 

development of major civilizations after 1500, with a focus on the impact of the past on today's world.  The first semester covers the period 

from the Renaissance to the French Revolution; the second semester covers the period from the French Revolution to the present. 

PRE-AP  WORLD CIVILIATION:  This course is taught at an accelerated pace and includes a more in-depth study of World Civilization. 

AP WORLD HISTORY:  The purpose of the AP course is to develop greater understanding of the evolution of global processes and contacts, 

in interaction with different types of human societies.  Focused primarily on the past 1000 years of the global experience, the course builds on 

an understanding of cultural, institutional, and technological precedents that, along with geography, set the human stage.  PREREQUISITE:  

Open to 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students.  A suggested ñBò or higher in previous social studies and English classes. 

U.S. HISTORY or ADVANCED U.S. HISTORY:  This course traces the historical, societal and political development of the United States 

from Reconstruction to the present.  Students will become real-life problem solvers and critical thinkers as they study government at various 

levels, explore the contributions of various cultures to the development of the American experience, examine the transformation of the US 

economy, and analyze how geographic features have affected US development.  The Advanced course is taught at an accelerated pace and 

includes a more in-depth study of U.S. History. 

AP U.S. HISTORY:  The Advanced Placement U.S. History course is offered for the student with well-developed reading and analytical 

skills as well as maturity in thought and purpose.  The focus is on depth, quality, and breadth of work, and on preparing the student for 

advanced college work in this subject area. Course content ranges from the Colonial Period to the present.  PREREQUISITE:  Suggested 

ñBò or higher in previous social studies and English classes. 

AP US GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS :  This course will provide students with an analytical perspective on government and politics in 

the United States.  This course includes both the study of general concepts used to interpret U.S. government and politics and the analysis of 

specific examples.  This course requires familiarity with the various institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that constitute U.S. government and 

politics.  Students will become acquainted with the variety of theoretical perspectives and explanations for various behaviors and outcomes.  

PREREQUISITE:  Suggested ñBò or higher in previous social studies and English classes.  Open to juniors and seniors who have 

taken or concurrently enrolled in US History. 

ADVANCED POLITICAL SCIENCE:  The judicial system, laws, and the courts from the Constitutional Convention to the present is one 

basic area covered in this course.  The second area deals with issues and concerns of state and local government.  This course is taught at an 

accelerated pace.  PREREQUISITE:  Suggested ñBò or higher in previous social studies and English classes.  Open to students who 

have completed or concurrently enrolled in US History or with teacher recommendation. 

ADVANCED SOCIOLOGY:  This course deals with the scientific study of human interaction.  Topics for discovery include the roles of an 

individual in the family, schools, neighborhoods, rural and urban communities, and other groups with which humans identify.  Basic concepts 

of sociology will be explored including the nature of culture, social norms, values and attitudes.  This course is taught at an accelerated pace.  

PREREQUISITE:  Open to 11th and 12th grade students only.  Suggested ñBò or higher in previous social studies and English classes. 

PSYCHOLOGY:  This course is designed to introduce the student to the basic scientific principles of individual behavior.  The student will 

learn how psychologists conduct research, how humans perceive the world, and how biology affects behavior.  Topics of interest include 

learning theory, child development, right-left brain function, memory, creativity, emotion, dreaming, state of consciousness, hypnosis and 

ESP.  Second semester focuses on intelligence, personality, love, mental health and illnesses, discrimination and careers. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) PSYCHOLOGY:  This course is offered for the student interested in pursuing college work in 

psychology and as preparation for the Advanced Placement Psychology Examination.  Course content includes psychological research 

techniques, major schools of thought, brain-behavior relationships, learning theory, sensation and perception, human development, intelligence 

and creativity, and memory.  PREREQUISITE:  Open to 10th, 11th or 12th grade students.  Suggested ñBò or higher in previous social 

studies and English classes. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) EUROPEAN HISTORY:  This course is an in-depth look at the historical, geographical, economic, 

governmental, and cultural developments of major European civilizations.  The impact of the past on the present is a recurrent theme of this 

course.  Students will learn the chronology of the major events and trends from approximately 1450 through the present.  PREREQUISITE:  

Suggested ñBò or higher in previous social studies and English classes.  Open to 11th and 12th grade students only. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) HUMAN GEOGRAPHY:  The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the systematic study of 

patterns and processes that have shaped human understanding, use, and alteration of Earth’s surface.  Students employ spatial concepts and 

landscape analysis to examine human social organization and its environmental consequences.  They also learn about the methods and tools 

geographers use in their science and practice.  PREREQUISITE:  Open to 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students.  Suggested ñBò or higher 

in previous social studies and English classes. 
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ART 

ART I:  this course is designed to introduce students to the world of visual arts in a variety of ways.  Students will learn to draw basic subject 

matter and paint in a manner of a famous artist.  Many facets of art will be explored by using many different materials.  This course is primarily 

based on understanding and using the elements and principles of design.  A $25 art fee per semester is required. 

DRAWING:  this course is designed to teach basic drawing skills.  Students will explore several different drawing materials to include graphite, 

charcoal, pastels, and ink.  Subject matter for projects ranges from still-life and portrait to abstract and non-objective.  A $25 art fee per 

semester is required. 

COMPUTER ASSISTED DRAWING:  This is an upper level course where students will become familiar with manipulating photos, creating 

posters and flyers announcing upcoming events for several school groups such as theatre productions and sporting events.  Students will also be 

creating fin art projects using Adobe Photoshop.  Digital photography will be explored during short periods of time throughout the year.  

PREREQUISITE:  For students in grades 10, 11, or 12 who have successfully completed Drawing I or Art I with a ñCò or better.  A $25 

lab/printing fee per year is required. 

CRAFTS:  This course is offered 2nd semester only for 1/2 credit.  The course is designed to acquaint the student with many materials.  

Projects may include tole painting, cross-stitch, weaving, soft-sculpture, mosaics, paper-mache, basketry, and gourd art.  This course cannot be 

taken for credit if Art I is being taken.  A $25 Art Fee is Required. 

DESIGN/PRINTMAKING:  This course is offered 1st  semester only for 1/2 credit.  Design includes introductory exercises utilizing 

principles and elements of two and three dimensional design.  Printmaking is a method of creating art that can be printed on multiple surfaces.  

Many different methods will be explored including Monotype, Lino Block, Mock Litho, and Stamp making.  Different methods of drawing will 

be explored as well.  This is a one semester course.  A $25 art fee per semester is required.  

PAINTING:  This is an upper level course where students will develop techniques required in painting media and understanding the painting 

process.  Functions of known artists’ works, schools, and styles will be explored.  PREREQUISITE:  Art I or Drawing I.  A $35 art fee per 

semester is required. 

POTTERY:  This is an upper level course that is designed to introduce the student to the medium of clay and the methods of clay construction, 

involving development of skills in forming and finishing.  PREREQUISITE:  Art I or Drawing I.  A $35 art fee per semester is required. 

SCULPTURE:  This is an upper level course where students will learn to express their ideas in three-dimensional form, thus creating an 

awareness of form and space.  PREREQUISITE:  Art I or Drawing I.  A $35 art fee per semester is required. 

WATERCOLOR:  Students will be introduced to the area of transparent and semi-opaque painting media.  PREREQUISITE:  Art I or 

Drawing I.  A $35 art fee per semester is required. 

AP ART HISTORY:  This is a special college-level course that is challenging and stimulating.  This course requires more time than other high 

school art courses and gives the student great opportunity for individual progress and accomplishment.  Students will examine major forms of 

artistic expression from the ancient world to the present and from a variety of cultures.  They learn to look at and analyze works of art within 

their historical context, and to articulate what they see or experience in a meaningful way.  Open to ALL students wanting to take an AP 

course. 

AP ART STUDIO:  AP Art studio is the most demanding art class offered at the high school level and requires students to demonstrate college- 

level work.  This course makes it possible for highly motivated advanced art students to pursue excellence in visual art, receive weighted credit, 

and possibly obtain college credit.  Students must complete a portfolio that demonstrates exceptional performance in one of three areas:  drawing, 

two-dimensional design, or three-dimensional design.  PREREQUISITE:  Payment of $82 is required for the Art Portfolio Review.  A $35 

art fee per semester is also required.  Students must have the recommendation of their art teacher to enroll.  Summer drawings will be 

assigned by the teacher. 

BUSINESS 

ACCOUNTING I:  Students will learn the basic principles of accounting including special journals, depreciation, notes and interest, taxes and 

reports, and payroll records.  Automated accounting concepts will also be introduced.  CREDIT:  ½ credit for 1st semester.  PREREQUISITE:  

10th, 11th, or 12th grade students only. 

BUSINESS ECONOMICS:  This course emphasizes fundamental economics and is designed to offer students models for and practice in using 

the elements of economic understanding.  Simulations and/or actual work situations may be used to provide practical experience with various 

economic conditions.  For more accelerated students, Advanced Business Economics may be taken. 

COMPUTER APPLICATIONS:  Students will utilize Microsoft Office to learn word processing, spreadsheets, graphing, desktop publishing, 

and electronic communication.  Instruction includes development of ―touch‖ keyboarding skills, proper techniques, speed, and accuracy for 

business, professional, and personal use.  This course meets the needs of college-bound students by fulfilling a requirement of many selective 

colleges. 
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COMPUTER APPLICATIONS II:  Advanced applications utilizing Microsoft Office will be taught using multiple media inputs.  An in-

depth study of desktop publishing and webpage design is incorporated along with advanced electronic communication software.  

PREREQUISITE:  Computer Applications I with a ñCò or better. 

COOPERATIVE OFFICE EDUCATION:  Students are enrolled in a one-period office systems class utilizing computerized business 

applications.  Students are able to earn one additional credit per semester working in a paid office position for a minimum of 270 work hours 

per semester.  PREREQUISITE:  SENIORS ONLY WITH COMPLETED APPLICATION, completion of computer applications with 

a 78% or better, and approval of application by instructor. 

FINANCE AND BANKING:  Students will be introduced to the basic structure of the finance and credit industry.  Areas of study will 

include stock markets, bonds, futures, commodities, the banking and savings industry, interpretation of financial information, and job 

opportunities in banking and finance.  CREDIT:  ½ credit for 2nd semester. 

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE 

CHILD DEVELOPMENT:  This course covers the human development process.  The first semester focuses on readiness, roles, 

responsibilities and cost of parenthood.  Prenatal development, pregnancy, and birth as well as the intellectual, physical, social, and emotional 

development of the child age newborn to one year is covered.  The second semester focuses on the development of the newborn infant – the 

toddler, birth defects and genetics, types of development, children’s issues, and Baby Think It Over.  Leadership development will be provided 

through the Family Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA). Open to 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students only. 

EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION:  This is a two-hour (two credit) class that prepares students for entry-level jobs in preschools and 

day care centers.  This class provides the knowledge, skills, and practical experience essential for continuing education in post-secondary 

education.  Leadership development will be provided through the Family Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA). 

PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion or concurrently taking Child Development.  The 1st semester MUST be successfully 

completed with a ñCò or higher to enroll in the 2nd semester.  Open to 11th and 12th grade students with completed application only and 

application approval by instructor. 

LIFE SKILLS:   This is a one credit survey course for high school freshmen. It provides an opportunity to sample specific areas of interest for 

later study. Course emphasis is on careers, consumer spending, housing, independent living, adolescent development, care of clothing, 

consumer spending, relationships, and the challenges  of parenting and successful family living in today’s world.  Leadership development will 

be provided through the Family Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA).  PREREQUISITE:  Open to Freshmen only. 

RELATIONSHIPS:  Students will learn to develop self-understanding, understand others better, improve interpersonal skills both within and 

outside the family, be more considerate of other person’s needs and property, and maintain mental and emotional wellness.  Family Life 

education comprises a portion of this course, including dating and married relationships.  Leadership development will be provided through the 

Family Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA). 

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

HEALTH EDUCATION:  Health I will involve discussing the topics of mental health, drugs, alcohol and tobacco, sex education, sexually 

transmitted diseases, infectious diseases,  safety and first aid, cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR), nutrition, consumer health and non-

infectious diseases.  Credit:  ¼ per semester ï ½ required for graduation. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION:  Physical Education I will involve the teaching of lifetime leisure sports, individual sports and team sports.  

Skills learned will be reinforced and advanced skills will be introduced.  Credit:  ¼ per semester ï ½ required for graduation. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION II:  This course is for students who desire to develop advanced skills in selected games and sports.  

PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Physical Education I with a ñBò or higher and teacher recommendation. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION III:  This course is for students who have a genuine desire to develop their interest and skills to an advanced 

level, to enjoy the physical benefits and knowledge of lifetime leisure activities and to pursue a career interest in physical education.  

PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Physical Education II with a ñBò or higher and PE II teacher recommendation ONLY. 

ADVANCED SPORTS INFORMATION AND OFFICIATING:  This course is designed to educate students on the media related and 

structural aspect of sports outside of play.  Students will be exposed to a study of methods, resources, practices and procedures utilized in sport 

management.  They will explore content that will include emphasis in public relations, promotions, fund-raising and mass communication.  

Students will explore the roles and responsibilities of sports information directors including news press releases, press conferences, sports, 

broadcasting, etc.  A portion of the course could be done in collaboration with the newspaper and various guest speakers that work in the 

community.  Sports officiating will allow students to examine the rules and duties of sports officials.  This course will also involve 

participation in officiating other physical education classes in preparation of earning a state or YMCA certification for officiating.  Successful 

completion of Health and Physical Education I with a ñBò or higher and teacher recommendation. 

CONDITIONING FOR MEN:  This course will offer students the opportunity to improve overall physical fitness through conditioning, 

weight training, and maintenance.  PREREQUISITE:  Junior and Senior Male Students Only and Health/PE teacher recommendation. 

CONDITIONING FOR WOMEN:  This course will offer students the opportunity to improve overall physical fitness through aerobics, 

weight training, palates, and kickboxing.  This is a course for all female students—not just athletes.  PREREQUISITE:  Junior and Senior 

Female Students Only and Health/PE teacher recommendation. 
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MUSIC 

CHORUS & THEORY:  SA (Soprano/Alto) for WOMEN or TB (Treble/Bass) for MEN -  This course includes the development of 

choral and vocal techniques through the study and performance of music from various periods and styles.  Students electing this course are to 

understand that there are some out-of-school rehearsals and performance required. 

ADVANCED CHORUS:  This course is a continuation of SATB Chorus & Theory.  Some out-of-school rehearsals and performances are 

required.  PREREQUISITES:  Open to students by interview and audition or by recommendation of the director.  

CONCERT BAND:  This course is designed for woodwind and brass musicians and provides students with opportunities to study, appreciate, 

and effectively perform all styles and periods of wind band literature.  Students will understand the fundamentals of various styles and will 

gain accurate knowledge of pertinent music history and theory.  Out of school rehearsals and performances are required for successful 

completion of this course.  PREREQUISITE:  Students must have 2 years of prior playing experience and are admitted through 

AUDITION ONLY. 

ADVANCED BAND AND THEORY:  This course is designed for advanced woodwind and brass musicians.  The students will study and 

perform the most challenging wind band literature of all eras and styles.  Students will study pertinent music history and theory.  Out of school 

rehearsals and performances are required for successful completion of this course.  PREREQUISITE:  Students must have 2 years of prior 

playing experience and are admitted through AUDITION ONLY. 

PERCUSSION:  This course is designed for percussionists only and exposes students to the fundamentals of percussion performance.  

Students will learn technique and perform on a wide variety of percussion instruments while studying appropriate music theory and literature.  

Out of school performances are required for successful completion of this course.  PREREQUISITE:  Students must have prior playing 

experience and are admitted through AUDITION ONLY. 

ADVANCED PERCUSSION:  This course is designed for advanced percussionists only.  Students will study highly advanced technique and 

demanding percussion literature.  All students are required to perform with either the Concert Band or Advanced Band in rehearsals and 

concerts.  Out of school rehearsals and performances are required for successful completion of this course.  PREREQUISITE:  Students 

must have 2 years of prior playing experience and are admitted through AUDITION ONLY. 

ADVANCED JAZZ BAND:  This course is designed to provide students with opportunities to study, appreciate, and effectively perform all 

styles and genres of jazz literature.  Students will understand the fundamentals of various jazz styles and gain accurate knowledge and 

exposure to pertinent jazz history and theory.  Jazz improvisation will be studied thoroughly.  Out of school performances are required for 

successful completion of this course.   PREREQUISITES:  Students must be enrolled in a Henry Clay High School music performance 

course (band, orchestra, or chorus).  Students must have prior playing experience and are admitted through AUDITION ONLY. 

ADVANCED MARCHING BAND:  This course is designed to provide students with an experience in marching band.  Students will learn 

the fundamentals and technique of marching and performing a field show.  This course meets outside the instructional day beginning in mid 

July continuing through early November.  Regular after school rehearsals and Friday/Saturday performances are required for successful 

completion of this course.  All students are required to attend and complete summer band camp as a part of the course.  PREREQUISITES:  

Students must be enrolled in a Henry Clay High School music performance course (band, orchestra, or chorus) except for guard 

members.  Student must have prior playing experience and are admitted through AUDITION ONLY. 

CONCERT ORCHESTRA:  This is an orchestra that welcomes all string players with at least three years of experience.  Students are highly 

encouraged to take private lessons and participate in KMEA Solo & Ensemble.  This orchestra performs in 4 concerts and at the KMEA 

Festival each year. 

ADVANCED SYMPHONIC ORCHESTRA:  This course is designed to provide the student with an experience in the performance of 

advanced orchestral literature and fundamentals of music theory.  Students are admitted by audition and will rehearse in a large group setting 

to perform advanced orchestral literature.  Players are highly encouraged to take private lessons, and participate in KMEA Solo & Ensemble 

and All-State Auditions.  This orchestra performs at 4 concerts and at the KMEA Festival each year.   

ADVANCED CHAMBER ORCHESTRA:  This orchestra is composed of students who demonstrate a capacity for rehearsing and 

performing advanced chamber literature.  Two days a week are spent rehearsing quartets and quintets.  The other three days, students rehearse 

as an entire group.  Members of this orchestra are admitted by audition and should have a strong desire to focus on music.  Students will 

audition for KMEA All-State, perform at the KMEA Solo & Ensemble, and at the KMEA Festival.  Students can expect to perform about a 

dozen times over the school year.   

TECHNOLOGY AND ENGINEERING 

ARCHITECTURE:  This course will give students the opportunity to design and develop plans for a house.  Architectural style, floor plan 

arrangement, zoning requirements, and utilities will be explored.  Computer Assisted Drafting (CAD) will be utilized. 

GRAPHIC COMMUNICATIONS:  This course allows students to use digital cameras, computers, photography, desktop publishing, 

printing, and other special projects related to the communications field. Topics such as offset press operation, graphic layout and design, 

screen process printing and other areas involved in an introduction to photo offset lithography.  Open to Grades 10, 11 and 12 ONLY.

INTRODUCTION TO ENGINEERING DESIGN:  This course is an introduction to the world of engineering.  The student will learn many 

different aspects of engineering.  This class is computer-based and teaches problem-solving skills using a design development process. Models 

of product solutions are created, analyzed and communicated using solid modeling computer design software.  This course is also offered at 

the ADVANCED level which requires 9th grade students to be concurrently enrolled in Advanced Geometry to upperclassmen to have suc-

cessfully completed the Introduction to Engineering Design class in a previous year. 

WORLD LANGUAGES:  FRENCH  GERMAN  SPANISH  LATIN 
Students wishing to take Level II Spanish or above for the first time in high school will be required to take the STAMP (Standards-based 

Assessment and Measurement of Proficiency) which will determine a studentôs placement.  This test will be offered on March 24, 2012.  Pre

-registration will be for either an 8:00 a.m. test or a 10:00 a.m. test.  The fee is $20.  Visit www.stamptest.net for more information. 

LEVEL  I:  Students will learn basic listening, speaking, reading and writing skills.  They will also be introduced to the culture and career 

opportunities utilizing their language skills.  PREREQUISITE:  It is recommended to have a ñCò or above grade in English. 

LEVEL  II:  Emphasis will be placed on grammatical structures and vocabulary development while improving listening, speaking, reading 

and writing skills.  Students will learn about famous people of this language and do some extended readings on popular topics related to the 

language.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Level I. 

ADVANCED LEVEL  III:  The main goal of this fast-paced level is for students to learn to express their ideas accurately and resourcefully 

both orally and in writing with reasonable fluency.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Level II with a ñCò or higher. 

AP LEVEL III for LATIN ONLY:  This greatly accelerated class will help Latin students prepare for the Advanced Placement exam.  My-

thology, literary devices, history, culture, grammar, vocabulary, and translation will be emphasized to aid students planning to take the Ad-

vanced Placement exam.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Level II with at least a 92%, teacher consultation, successful 

completion of summer assignments, and successful completion of an entrance exam. 

ADVANCED LEVEL  IV:  Students are expected to understand the spoken language as heard on the radio and in films.  PREREQUISITE:  

Successful completion of Level III with a ñCò or higher. 

ADVANCED SPANISH V (non AP):  Readings on Hispanic Literature are discussed in Spanish.  Students will be expected to understand the 

spoken language as heard in the media.  This course does not prepare the students for AP Spanish and does not qualify for the Commonwealth 

Diploma.  PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Spanish IV with teacher consultation. 

AP LEVEL:  The Advanced Placement course is the equivalent of an intermediate college course in the advanced language of composition 

and conversation.    PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of Level IV with teacher consultation. 

SPANISH FOR HISPANICS:  This course will teach native speaking Spanish students correct Spanish grammar and spelling, to write a well

-organized composition and to read and analyze Hispanic literature. 

OTHER ELECTIVE PROGRAMS 

ARMY JROTC:  This program is taught by retired military personnel with a goal to motivate, develop, and orient participants to be better 

citizens by educating them in leadership positions.  Students learn the rights, responsibilities, and privileges of citizenship, develop personal 

responsibility, build life skills, and rise to leadership opportunities.  JROTC is not a military recruitment program.  Military tactics are not 

taught.  Cadets are under no obligation to enter the military.  JROTC assists in preparing students for future career and educational opportuni-

ties after high school.  Sequential Leadership Education and Training (LET) Levels I, II, III, IV are each worth one credit.  Students may start 

JROTC at Level I in any year or semester. 

ADVANCED EXPERIENCED BASED CAREER EDUCATION (EBCE):  Academic Internships through EBCE are designed to utilize 

the entire community as a classroom.  Seniors are provided opportunities to observe, study and apply academic skills in a variety of businesses 

and industries, as well as public and private agencies in this year-long shadowing, internship, mentoring program.  By spending two or more 

hours a day in the Academic Internship Program, a student can earn academic credit while shadowing a series of professionals to learn about 

career opportunities and planning for the future.  PREREQUISITE:  By Application Only.  CREDIT:  Up to 2 credits can be earned. 

FRESHMAN 101:  The overall focus of this class is to give students an introduction to high school.  Teachers will assist students with plan-

ning, organization, and study skills.  Open to 9th grade students ONLY. 

COMMUNITY SERVICE:  Students will apply by submitting a community service experience that will enhance the students overall knowl-

edge about how organizations support and enhance the community.  Students will be required to complete volunteer community service hours 

equivalent to 175 classroom instructional hours for each hour off campus.  Students are encouraged to develop a sustained relationship with 

one or two community non-profit agencies.   

RENAISSANCE LEADERSHIP:  Students will receive 1/2 Advanced Elective credit upon successful completion of this course.  

Renaissance Leadership focuses on building and improving student skills in 5 core areas:  Communication, Group Processing, 

Managerial, Self-Awareness and Human Relations.  Renaissance Leadership meets one evening each week from 6:00 to 8:00 

pm.  Students who sign up for the course should be prepared to be highly motivated.  Many projects and assignments will be 

done outside of class.  All students will be expected to plan and implement an independent service project.  Open to 9th grade 

students ONLY.   
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FAYETTE COUNTY TECHNICAL CENTERS 

The Fayette County Technical Centers offer career and technical occupational training to high school students.  All courses offered at Fayette County 

Technical Centers follow the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) Kentucky Tech Curriculum.  Students interested in receiving training in 

one of the technical programs should have a satisfactory scholastic standing, possess an average mechanical ability, and be able to follow written and 

verbal instructions.  Acceptable standards of conduct, attendance, classroom work, and practical work are required for continuous enrollment.  

Students may earn three (3) to four (4) credits for the duration of the school year and may attend a technical center class for a second school year 

for more advanced training and an additional three (3) credits.  Students who have achieved a level of acceptable work in a course may be 

allowed to participate in a work-based learning program, which allows students an opportunity to spend part of the school day working at a job in the 

community in a particular field of training.  Applications are required and can be obtained in the counseling office.

BIOLOGY AND ADVANCED BIOLOGY—(Offered only at Locust Trace) - See page 16 and 17 for a description. 

CHEMISTRY AND ADVANCED CHEMISTRY—(Offered only at Locust Trace) - See page 17 for a description. 

EASTSIDE CAMPUS PROGRAMS: 

ADVANCED GAMING TECHNOLOGY - This course provides the opportunity for students to learn computer programming by studying and 

planning, designing, programming, testing, and producing games.  Students will learn to program games using Java, Basic, Alice, KODU, 

Scratch, Flixel, Sploder, Kynapse, DarkBaskic, RPG Maker, and Gamemaker. 

AUTOMOTIVE TECHNOLOGY - Students learn basic skills of diagnosis, disassembly, inspection, repair, assembly, and adjustment using 

correct tools and equipment, and repair procedures.  Areas of instruction include automotive electronics, major engine service, chassis 

fundamentals and service; drive train fundamentals and service; suspension systems service, automotive air conditioning principles and 

service; brake system principles and service; parts procurement procedures; and shop management-safety techniques.  During the instructional 

program, students will learn the fundamentals of what makes the various components of engine, transmission, rear axle, and chassis operate. 

COLLISION REPAIR TECHNOLOGY - In this course the student is trained to repair, replace, and refinish damaged sections of the automobile 

body.  Students completing this program are qualified for employment as an auto body repairer and refinisher in the shops of automobile 

dealers and general repair garages, or to enter business for themselves on a limited basis.  Developing acceptable work habits of personal 

safety, shop cleanliness, tool care, and pride of workmanship are also stressed. 

DIESEL TECHNOLOGY - Students in diesel technology learn to repair and maintain heavy trucks and diesel engines.  They learn to use power 

tools, machine tools, welding and flame cutting equipment, testing equipment and common hand tools.  Trouble-shooting and overhauling 

engines are highlighted while students learn to service and maintain heavy trucks/ heavy equipment.  Upon completion of the diesel mechanics 

program, the student will demonstrate the necessary skills to be employed in diesel engine maintenance and heavy truck maintenance.   

HOMELAND SECURITY - This course is designed for students interested in entry-level positions in law enforcement and emergency and fire 

management at the municipal, state, and federal levels.  Students will study criminal investigation and law, Emergency Medical Treatment 

(EMT), first responders’ law, public safety and security, communications, legal issues, and physical training.  Upon completion of this 

program, students will be prepared to enter the homeland security field or continue to study at the college level.  Students have the opportunity 

to earn 6 different nationally recognized certificates during their course of study. 

INTERNET, NETWORK AND COMPUTER SECURITY - This course is for individuals interested in entering the Information Technology 

industry as a security professional with the option available for taking the CompTIA Security+ certification.  Course topics include systems, 

security, network infrastructure, security tools, system vulnerabilities, systems authentication, cryptographic systems, cryptanalysis, security 

methods, organizational security, social engineering, and attack defense. 

TELEVISION TECHNOLOGY - This course serves as an introduction to broadcast technician areas, camera operations, radio and television 

performance/scripting, sound production, studio directing, and video editing techniques.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of translating 

TV scripts into effective commands and will participate in activities in front of the camera as well as behind the camera.  Broadcasts will be 

produced and will air inside and outside of the school building.  Some film may be seen on Channel 13 as well as on the local media. 

 

LOCUST TRACE CAMPUS AGRICULTURE  PROGRAM: 
Agricultural career opportunities will be emphasized in all courses at Locust Trace.  Leadership development will be provided through 

FFA, which offers many activities to support the curriculum and the development of leadership skills.  Students also have the opportunity to 

attend "FFA Leadership Training Center in the summer," "State FFA Convention,ò "Local, Regional, and State Career Development Events," 

and "National FFA Convention.ò  Students may receive up to 6 hours of college credit with UK, EKU, WKU, Morehead State University, and 

Murray State University.  
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The LOCUST TRACE AGRISCIENCE FARM offers five lab programs in the following fields: 

AGRICULTURAL POWER STRUCTURE AND TECHNICAL SYSTEMS:  Students will learn farm equipment maintenance and repair, 

welding, and the maintenance and mechanics of sustainable energy systems such as wind and solar power. 

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE AND BIOTECHNOLOGY:  This course includes the fields of forestry, biotech genetics, water quality, wet-

lands management, wildlife, aquaculture, nature trails and native plants. 

EQUINE SCIENCE AND VET MEDICINE:  This course covers equine production and management, veterinary science, equitation, and 

horsemanship. 

LARGE AND SMALL ANIMAL VET SCIENCE:  This course will include livestock production, small animal care, veterinary science and 

large and small animal management. 

PLANT AND LAND SCIENCE:  The production of fruit, vegetables, forage crops and energy crops, floral design, composting and greenhouse 

production and management will all be encompassed in this course. 

 

All students attending Locust Trace will have the opportunity to apply for an internship with the Locust Trace Veterinary 

Clinic.  Each program will work with the clinic to enhance the curriculum and real life experiences of every student. 

 

Locust Trace Veterinary Clinic is Open to the Public!  Fayette County Prublic School employees and students receive a 10% 

discount on services including General Wellness Exams, Intestinal Parasite Exam, nail Trim, Routine Surgeries (spay/

neuter),  Preventive Dental, and Radiology.  Clinic Hours are 8:00ð5:00 Monday through Friday and there is a ñDrop Off 

Serviceò in the mornings allowing you to pick your pet up in the evening. 

 

SOUTHSIDE CAMPUS PROGRAMS: 

CARPENTRY - The carpentry program teaches students to perform to national construction industry standards.  Students are recommended to 

have a strong background in mathematics as they will study math in the classroom and also in the lab.  Students are provided with hands-on 

carpentry experiences.  Students will have the opportunity to attain OSHA 10 hour and 30 certifications. 

CULINARY ARTS (Required 2.5 G.P.A.) - Students ho aspire to become a chef should take advantage of this program offering.  Training 

provided in this area will prepare those students for post-secondary opportunities at area universities as they pursue an associate’s degree or 

chef certifications.  Students should be juniors or seniors because of the program requirements.  Enrollment in this program requires two full 

class periods which means an academic course will not be available for Culinary Art students at Southside. 

ELECTRICAL TECHNOLOGY - Students in the program will have the opportunity to study and practice residential wiring, industrial elec-

tricity, and programmable logic controllers (PLCs).  Students will learn how to install wiring, conduit, service motors, and much more.  

Numerous fields of specialization are open to highly skilled electricians and the pay is very good. 

ELECTRONICS TECHNOLOGY - This program consists of class and lab activities using a modular approach to electronic circuitry.  Stu-

dents will focus on integrated electronics with emphasis being placed upon home and industrial engineering and installation of security, 

theater, audio and surveillance systems.  Students also have the opportunity to work with robotics. 

MASONRY - Students in this program are taught to lay brick, tile, terra cotta, and similar building blocks in various types of construction work.  

Training in design, construction of footings, construction of foundation and waterproofing, using beams and lintels, constructing walls and 

partitions, and chimney and fireplace design and construction.  

MEDICAL SCIENCES (Required 2.5 G.P.A. and a ñCò or better is previous medical related courses) - This program is oriented toward 

students with a desire to pursue a career in an allied health care and are geared to allow the student to study the role of the chosen career and 

to gain experience in that health care setting.  The program is open to juniors and seniors who have a sincere interest in health care careers.  

During the second semester of the Medical Health Sciences Course, the student chooses a discipline to study and enters a clinical experience 

in that health care setting.  Enrollment in this program requires two full class periods, which means that an academic course offering will not 

be available at Southside for Medical Science students. 

MEDICAID NURSEôS AIDE (Required 2.5 G.P.A. and a ñCò or better is previous medical related courses) - The Nurse Aide Training and 

Competency Evaluation program is designed to provide both classroom instruction and clinical practice that will assist the student in gaining 

knowledge and skills essential to the provisions of nurse aide services. Students will also earn certifications in First Aid and CPR.  This 

program is open to seniors who have a sincere interest in becoming a Nurse Aid.  This is a course that most colleges/universities require to 

be accepted in the RN program.  Students in this class MUST take the Certified Nursing Assistant examination at the end of the school year.   

Students are recommended to have completed a year of study in the Medical Sciences course prior to entrance in the Medicaid Nurse Aid 

program.  Enrollment in this program requires two full class periods, which means that an academic course offering will not be available at 

Southside for this program.  

WELDING TECHNOLOGY - The welding course is designed to develop basic manipulative skills and knowledge in each of the following 

techniques:  Oxygen-acetylene cutting, welding and brazing; shielded metal arc welding, gas metal arc welding, and metal fabrication are 

taught relevant to the demands of industry.  Students will spend much of their time on live work projects to develop fabrication skills. 
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OPPORTUNITY MIDDLE COLLEGE 

a partnership between Fayette County Public Schools and BCTC 
 

Opportunity Middle College is a partnership between Fayette County Public Schools and Bluegrass Community Technical College 

(BCTC).  Students have the opportunity to enroll in both college and high school courses that are taught at the Leestown campus of 

BCTC and can earn both high school and college credit for these courses.  There is no cost for tuition or books for classes taken in 

this program.  All students will receive a lap top computer for use while they are in the program.   Students who will be a junior or 

senior next fall are eligible to apply.    Students must submit PLAN or ACT scores along with a high school transcript to verify they 

can successfully complete the compacted and rigorous early college curriculum.  Low socioeconomic and first-generation college 

students receive priority in the selection process.  Please see your high school counselor for an application and/or more information. 

 

 

ADDITIONAL COURSE OPPORTUNITIES 
 

High school students may earn up to three initial credits towards graduation by successfully completing courses through 

e-School or virtual high school.  

 

e-SCHOOL:  In partnership with Jefferson County Public School, students may take courses through the e-School 

online learning system.  Students must have a minimum reading level to be admitted and complete an application 

with their high school counselor.  All fees are the responsibility of the student.  Visit  www.mlk.fcps.net/

eschool.htm  for more information. 

 

KENTUCKY VIRTUAL SCHOOLS (KYHS):  Credit from the KYVS may be earned only in the following 

circumstances:  1) the course is not offered at the high school; 2) the course is offered, but there is in unavoidable 

conflict in their schedule; or 3)  the course will serve as a supplement to extended homebound services.  All fees 

are the responsibility of the student.  Visit  www.kyvs.org  for more information. 

ESL ï English as a Second Language  
ESL is provided for all non-English speaking students, grades nine through twelve.  Foreign students must go through the Office 
of Pupil Personnel before enrolling in the schools.  The only exceptions are naturalized citizens and students with a permanent 
resident visa.  The program is a sequential course of study which teaches English vocabulary and structures using second/world 
language teaching techniques.  Instruction includes the development of skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing in 
English.   

 
Henry Clay aims to promote the full participation and inclusion of limited English proficient (LEP) students in the 
general education curriculum, ensure their academic success on par with native speakers and enable LEP students 
to make successful transitions to post-secondary opportunities.  
 
ESL teachers build language with visuals and hands-on activities. Systematic vocabulary and grammar lessons 
help students connect to a real-world context.   Students are flexibly grouped based on needs, abilities and 
interests. Lessons include cooperative activities that allow students to use and practice their newly acquired English 
skills. The teachers listen to what the kids are trying to communicate and then provide opportunities to expand their 
language skills.  ESL teachers offer students a variety of ways to communicate what they know and are able to do.  
Students are given an assessment to determine their placement in the ESL courses.  All ESL courses are aligned 
with regular classes and Kentucky standards.
